Rules & Procedures

This Competition 1s based on the world-famous ICC
International Commercial Mediation Competition
Rules, allowing students to exhibit their mediation
skills In realistic mock commercial disputes,
developed by seasoned professional mediators.

Teams of 2-4 university students compete 1n a series
of competition rounds. Competing teams represent
two sides of a dispute, with members assuming the
roles of Client and Counsel. A qualified professional
mediates the dispute, whilst distinguished judges
assess how well the teams have advanced their
interests towards a settlement.
